= Waomen working full time earn 72%
of what men eam working full fime.

= Women and girls represent 78% of
the nation's poor and women
represent 72% of the elderly poor.

« Women are more likely than men
to face the indignity of domestic
abuse, inadequate housing and
sub-standard health care.

+ Despite the crfical need, less than
6% of charitable giving goes to
programs specially targeted to
womean and girls.



How do we confront these
challenges?

Committees of women gather to:
« identify unmet needs in our area,
« seek proposals and award
grants to nonprofit organizations
to address those needs, and
+ invite women to build the Fund's
endowment.
